RAISED UNSIGNALIZED
INTERSECTON at the
intersection of 23 Street and
Liberty Ave. Raised intersections
are typically flush with the
sidewalk to create a safe, slow-
speed crossing and public space
at minor intersections. Similar to
speed humps and other vertical
speed control elements, they
reinforce slow speeds and
encourage motorists to yield to
pedestrians at the crosswalk.
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Raised intersection promotes driver
awareness of crossing pedestrians and
calms traffic.
