Three examples are discussed but
ultimately the square footage is adaptable.

studios. This design allows for a larger expanse of ground-level retail. In this layout, the gallery is approximately
750-1400 square feet and each of the eight studios is 150-300 square feet, with a 200-400 square foot lobby/retail
space. This design also incorporates a shared conference room (250 sq. ft) and larger hallways to mount additional
artwork. The total footprint of this lay out is approximately 3,000-5,000 square feet including hallways and bathrooms.
